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A Betrayal in the Garden of Gethsemane
Mark 14: *?And they came to a place which was named Gethsemane: and he saith
to his disciples, Sit ye here, while | shall pray. ... S"And he cometh, and findeth them
sleefing, and saith unto Peter, Simon, sleepest thou? couldest not thou watch one hour?
... ®And immediately, while he yet spake, cometh Judas, one of the twelve, and with him
a great multitude with swords and staves, from the chief priests and the scribes and the
elders. *And he that betrayed him had given them a token, saying, Whomsoever | shall
kiss, that same is he; take him, and lead him away safely. “And as soon as he was
come, he goeth straightway to him, and saith, Master, master; and kissed him. “And
they laid their hands on him, and took him. ... “°And they all forsook him, and fled.

These selected verses give us an account of those things that took place following Jesus’ instituting of
the Lord’s Supper and just prior to His trial before Annas and Caiaphas, then before Pilate, where He
would be sentenced to death.

After having completed the first Lord’s Supper, the scripture says that Jesus and His disciples sung a
hymn together and then went out into the Mount of Olives. One can imagine as they went forth, Jesus
must have begun to feel the weight of the load that He was about to bear. The agony of those coming
events must have grieved His heart tremendously. Realizing that He was carrying the weight of the
world on His shoulders, Jesus knew that He needed not only to pray, but some place, somewhere, fo go
and pray. Jesus knowing this knew where to go to. A place they called the Garden of Gethsemane. A
place where it is said He prayed often. (You and | ought to have a place where we pray often. For it’s
good to have a special place to go to pray.) But let us look at this place which was called the Garden of
Gethsemane.

According to research it was a small enclosed piece of ground which was situated across the Brook
Kedron, believed to be at the foot of the Mount of Olives. It was about a half a mile from Jerusalem.
From those who have been there, it is said to be a beautiful place. We know also that this was a place
that Jesus spent precious and special moments. It was a place of prayer and mediation. Yet, on this
eventful and particular night, this beautiful and special place was transformed into a place of betrayal. It
was in this place that one of the greatest crimes known to the Christian world was committed: “The Be-
trayal In The Garden Of Gethsemane.” (It is often that special and frequent place of our lives that we
find our greatest betrayals.)

If one was to look closely at these events that unfolded in this garden, we would see that contrary to
popular belief, there was not one act of betrayal, but three. To understand this, we must first know the
meaning of the word “betray.” Betray means not only to “aid the enemy, and to be a traitor” but it also
means ‘“to prove faithless to, and to desert.” When this definition is taken into account, we then see
three betrayals in the Garden of Gethsemane.

The first betrayal is the three disciples, Peter, James and John, who betrayed Jesus by proving faithless
and falling to sleep while He prayed. (Mark 14: *’and he cometh, and findeth them sleeping, and saith
unto Peter, Simon, sleepest thou? couldest not thou watch one hour? 3*Watch ye and pray, lest ye en-
ter into temptation. The spirit truly is ready, but the flesh is weak.)

The second betrayal is the one we most recognize, that of Judas, leading the soldiers to Jesus and iden-
tifying Him with a kiss. This was aiding the enemy. (Mark 14: “*And immediately, while he yet spake,
cometh Judas, one of the twelve, and with him a great multitude with swords and staves, from the chief
priests and the scribes and the elders. “*And he that betrayed him had given them a token, saying,
Whomsoever | shall kiss, that same is he; take him, and lead him away safely. “And as soon as he was
come, he goeth straightway to him, and saith, Master, master; and kissed him.)

SUNDAY SCHOOL INCENTIVE PROGRAM

Whether or not we realize it; whether or not we birthed them; when we look at the youth of today, we
are looking at our future. To coin a popular phrase, that “future is now.” It is time now, right now, to be
involved with our youth; to assist in shaping and molding them in the way in which God will approve.
As Sunday School teachers, Deacon Jenkins and | took a look at some troubling trends occurring in our
classroom and decided to take action — now.

While we would argue that we have the best Sunday School students that Springfield could ever offer,
we saw some things about these precious Kingdom kids that needed some adjustment along the lines
of their preparation and participation. So, we offered them a voluntary incentive program. With the ap-
proval of Reverend Sanders, the Sunday School Superintendent and the parents, we moved forward
with our efforts. We developed a point system where students are awarded points for:

1 arriving to Sunday School by a certain time (9 a.m. for our class); 1t
1 having their Bible with them along with paper and pen/pencil and .‘7
‘M‘I participation in class. Our students are challenged to not just read the Scripture but to understand it. ffl
‘d We walk them through three steps every Sunday. We ask them what the Scripture literally said; M

h‘ | fi

Il what the Scripture means (in their estimation and then the teachers expand) and finally we ask |
them how they might apply the lessons of the Scripture to their lives.

Each segment is worth 5 points, meaning that each Sunday, a student who does these things can earn
15 points. If the student attends and follows through on these options, points will accumulate and the
student will have an opportunity to win prizes at the end of the quarter. The students provided us with a
prize list of the things that they would like to win. We wanted to know what they would work towards.
So, we took their suggestions and created a prize sheet that they will be able to pick from if they earn
enough points over the quarter.

We started the program in the winter quarter according to the Sunday School annual book in which we
govern ourselves. And, for our first attempt at the incentive program, we have two winners: Olivia Gib- |
son (190 points) and Kayla Clarke (140 points). A student must achieve a minimum of 135 points to | ‘
receive an award. We are very happy that these two students took us up on the opportunity to really [ I
challenge themselves and participate. We also had some close runner-ups. 1

For the next quarter, we are running the program again and hopefully we will have even greater results |
and participation. So parents and congregants, let's do all that we can to shore up our future in a godly |1
! way. Let’s make sure that our children, no matter their lineage, have a firm Christian foundation. Lets ‘

ensure they are exposed to the Word of God and they are thinking about and speaking with God on a
| daily basis. Encourage them to read their Bibles daily and bring them to church where they can be
‘ used in participatory efforts. After all, our future is now.

Even though our official drive has ended, you may continue bringing
your shoes to the church or you can take them directly to the Share-Our-Shoes offices at 1107 Capital
Blvd., Raleigh, NC. A special thanks to those of you who involved your workplaces and communities in
this worthy cause. Not only did you contribute to our drive, but you also brought added awareness of
the Share-Our-Shoes, Inc. organization, which is most important for their continued success.

CEO of the Better Business Bureau of Chicago
and Northern lllinois. “Unfortunately, scammers
know that the public is more willing to share per-
sonal data for the Census and take advantage of
this opportunity by posing as a government em-
ployee and soliciting sensitive financial informa-
tion.”

During the U.S. Census, households will be con-
tacted by mail, telephone or visited by a U.S.
Census worker who will inquire about the number
of people living in the house.

Unfortunately, people may also be contacted by
1] scammers who are impersonating Census work-
'] ers in order to gain access to sensitive financial

information such as Social Security, bank account
or credit card numbers.

Law enforcement in several states have issued
warnings that scammers are already posing as
Census Bureau employees and knocking on
doors asking for donations and Social Security
numbers.

How do you tell an authorized U.S. Census
worker from a con artist? The BBB offers the
following advice:

Currently, Census workers are only knocking on
doors to verify address information.

DO NOT give your Social Security number,
credit card or banking information to anyone,
even if they claim they need it for the U.S. Cen-
sus. While the Census Bureau might ask for ba-
sic financial information, such as a salary range, it
will not ask for Social Security, bank account or
credit card numbers, nor will employees solicit
donations.

U.S. Census workers will have a badge, a
handheld device, a Census Bureau canvas
bag and a confidentiality notice. Ask to see
their identification and their badge before answer-
ing their questions. However, you should never
invite anyone you don’t know into your home.

Eventually, Census workers may contact you
by telephone, mail or in person at home. How-
ever, they will NOT contact you by e-mail, so be
on the look out for e-mail scams impersonating
the Census. Never click on a link or open any
attachments in an e-mail that are supposedly from
the Census Bureau.
