It would be dangerous and 
deadly for the many. Change for the sake of 
change will always result to no oneôs good. 
 

No arena is exempt from the sweeping tide of 
change including the church.  Our churches today 
have been challenged to change to keep up with 
the times.  In the arena of technology, the church 
has been blessed to be able to improve the quality 
and visibility of our worship experiences; to re-
spond quickly and more efficiently.  Changes in 
our structures have allowed us to accommodate 
more people comfortably and more conveniently.  
Changes in church staffing have given more op-
portunity to the many growing needs of our con-
gregations and communities.  All of these things, 
when managed in a spiritual and Christian manner,  
serves the good of our people and to the glory of 
our God.  Yet some changes in the arena of the 
church are questionable at best and abominable at 
its worse. 
 

The church is the institution of God left here on 
earth to be the ñlight of the worldò and the ñsalt of 
the earth.ò  That purpose and revelation can not 
and must never change.  We are called to be the 
ñcalled outò ones, a ñpeculiar people, a royal priest-
hood.ò  With such a declaration upon us as the 
church of the living God, we cannot allow our-

selves to be swept away with the many changes 
that are taking place in our churches. 
 

The Great Commission of Jesus Christ: Go ye 
therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them 
in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and 
of the Holy Ghost: Teaching them to observe 
all things whatsoever I have commanded you: 
and, lo, I am with you always, even unto the 
end of the world. Amen . (Matthew 28:19-20), 
gives us our marching orders and there is no room 
for change in them.  The church today has taken 
on a very different approach to the fulfillment of 
this commission of Christ.  Much of what has been 
the standard for Godôs church has been removed, 
modified, or demonized. Though change for the 
church is a necessary good, it should be the result 
of the ñrevealed revelation of God.ò  Unfortunately, 
much of what we are seeing today is merely the 
ñrevealed will of man.ò  As a result of this, our 
churches have become ñMegaò in numbers, but 
ñMeagerò in service.  Too much effort today in our 
churches is being made for the convenience of the 
people and as a recent article in the NEWS & OB-

SERVER stated, ñ....to become non-threatening to 
the masses that attend our services.ò 
 

More and more we hear of the need to change to 
draw our youth to the church.  Change our dress, 
change our music, change our standards and this 
will bring in the unchurched.  However, the Bible is 
clear on how and what we must do to win the 
unchurched into the body of Christ.  Jesus de-
clared in John 12:32:  And I, if I be lifted up from 
the earth, will draw all men unto me.   We must 
stay true to the ways of Christ.  We can not afford 
to change and modify Godôs way for the appeasing 
of the people.  We can not conform to the ways of 
the world but rather we must be transformed by 
the renewing of our mind to the things of God and 
our commitment to standfast in the liberty where-
by Christ has made us free.  In the midst of so 
much change in the church today, we must boldly 
declare to the masses; On Christ the Solid Rock 
I stand, all other ground is still sinking sand.

I dare to dream about a day when, in the United 

States of America, our self-identification is not 

governed by the worldôs standard but instead by 

Godôs.  A day when young girls model virtuosity 

and modesty, not because it is a trend, but because 

they know God.  My mind can see a day when 

young boys are busy doing the right things and not 

spending endless hours on wrong things.  I stretch 

my mind to see a day when parents are godly and 

take full charge of their responsibilities, not grudg-

ingly, but joyfully because they recognize that 

through the lives of their children, God has given 

them a gift.  And yes, I also see a day, when re-

gardless of age and gender, Christians conduct 

their lives in the way that would please Almighty 

God.  
 

Although we live in a sin-sick society, we do not 

have to wait to begin to see this change.  It can be-

gin with each one of us.  This day does not have to 

be far off.  The dream does not have to go unreal-

ized.  It can be as soon and near as you would like 

it to be once you recognize your own personal 

identity.  Who are you in Christ?  When He is 

yours and you are His, the latest worldly standards 

no longer hold any merit, nor weight.  You have 

wisdom that directs you in a different path - the 

path of righteousness.  
 

How can you know who you are?  We carry with 

us identification, so that in worldly transactions, 

we have proof that we are who we say we are.  We 

have drivers license and photo identification, 

badges, passwords and keys.  And based on those 

identifying things, we gain access.  But what about 

knowing who you are in Christ?  The book of 

Proverbs details wisdom that can direct us.  
 

The very word ñwisdomò is the key theme of the 

book of Proverbs.  For our purposes, we will just 

take a look at Proverbs 1.  One focus area is listen-

ing to God.  If we are going to be Godôs walking 

companion, and have spiritual access, then we are 

going to have to make ourselves available to listen 

to Him.  I am of the opinion that you cannot really 

know who you are in Christ if you (a) do not have 

a relationship with Him and (b) do not listen to 

Him. 
 

Proverbs 1:5 tells us ña wise man will hear.ò  In 

order to hear, you have to be in close proximity to 

the One that is speaking.  The closer you are, the 

better you hear.  There would be no noises nor dis-

tractions that will hinder you from hearing when 

you are close to God. 
 

And while you are close enough to hear, you can 

learn about and understand Who the Lord is in 

your life.  When we begin to have knowledge of 

God, we begin to more fully understand who He 

has created us to be. 
 

Once we come to an understanding of these things, 

we can then seek wise guidance, so that we navi-

gate the course laid out for us in a right manner. 

Sometimes knowing what to do does not equate to 

doing it the correct way.  Therefore, we need spiri-

tual guidance to make sure we stay on course. 
 

Do not let it be said that someone else guided you 

down a wayward path.  Instead, let it be the case 

that through your personal relationship with 

Christ, you know who you are in Him.  As a result, 

you conduct yourself accordingly, forsaking all the 

trappings and entertainment of the world while 

embracing Godôs truth about your identity in Him. 
 

Know who you are in Christ - you are fearfully 

and wonderfully made (Psalm 139:14).  God has 

made you the head and not the tail, above and not 

beneath when you obey Him (Deuteronomy 

28:13).  There are so many treasures that are 

yours, when you are His.  Do not rely on worldly 

identification to gain access to temporal things. 

Know who you are in Christ, and gain access to 

the eternal.
