
 

 
 

 

 
 

Over the last several weeks we have all been made aware of the effort and proposed plans 
of the NC Turnpike Authority (NCTA) to establish a corridor to complete the southeastern 
portion of the outer loop.  In our learning of this effort, it was then that we found that Spring-
field and many of our membersô homes were in a direct line of one of those proposed corri-
dors (the Red Corridor).  This proposed route would cross our church property inclusive of 
part of our sanctuary and continue across the majority of our land.  If this were to take place, 
Springfield Baptist Church as we know it today, would cease to exist.  To this end we have 
made a very deliberate and focused effort to make known to the NCTA our opposition to 
these proposed routes. 
 

Since then many things have taken place in an effort to get Springfieldôs thoughts and con-
cerns into the ears of the necessary parties.  Many of us here at Springfield, including church 
officers, supported the Garner Town meeting held at the Garner Historic Auditorium on No-
vember 17

th
, where we began to speak out against these proposed routes.  On November 

23
rd

, I (along with the Deacons and Trustees) met with the NCTA representatives here at the 
church to discuss in detail our concerns and to learn more about the plans for the routes and 
what our options were.  It was in this meeting that we were informed that we should not just 
focus on the Red Corridor option, but also what is referred to as the Pink Corridor and I-40 
Corridor, as well.  These additional routes would do the same 
thing to Springfieldôs property as the Red Corridor would do. 
 

 

The NCTA left us with large blown up maps to better see the 
impact of these possible routes and how they would cross our 
property.  We were advised to use all means to make our posi-
tion known to the NCTA as to our opposition of these efforts.  
Letters, emails, phone calls, petitions and whatever else should 
be sent to the NCTA that they might know our concerns.

Coming out of that meeting, as many of you now know, we began our efforts to get the 
word out and to solicit the support of the Springfield members and supporters.  Our church 
website (www.springfieldbaptistchurch.com) is one of our primary means of getting informa-
tion out and information sent to the NCTA.  Our website is regularly being updated with the 
latest information on this matter to keep everyone aware of what are the latest develop-
ments.  There is a Facebook link also where you can give your thoughts and opinions.  Pe-
titions have been signed, emails sent and letters written to the Turnpike Authority.  At the 
church meeting with the NCTA on Wednesday December 15

th
, more than one thousand 

(1,000) letters in opposition to these proposed routes, along with petitions with more than a 
thousand signatures, were given to Steve DeWitt of the NCTA.  Springfield church mem-
bers, community residents and supporters along with officials of Garner, came out on 
Wednesday night in a united voice to say ñNOò to the proposed RED, Pink, I-40, and Tan 
routes.  This show of unity did not fall on deaf ears.  It made a difference!  
 
I am so very proud of this Springfield family for your support, prayers and commitment to 
this effort. I thank you for your unwavering faith to believe that God is still in charge.  How-
ever, though we showed such a turnout on the 15

th
, we must continue to be as com-

mitted and focused as ever.  This is not over yet.  Do not get weary now in our 
well doing.  Stay focused, keep telling others what is going on, keep writing, 
emailing and whatever more until these routes go away.  
 
We see ourselves here at Springfield as one big family of over 2,000 members, as one sub-
division, a community of more than 1,400 families which make up and contribute to the 
moral, spiritual, social, political and economic part of this extended community of Garner, 
NC and beyond.  Many of our members live, work, have families, shop and have busi-
nesses in Garner.  We therefore stand in support of the Town of Garner to oppose any ef-
fort that would disrupt and destroy the lives and efforts of so many people and families 
even as it would us here at Springfield.  The proposed Tan Corridor would also do to our 
sister church, Good Samaritan Baptist, what it would do to Springfield if it were selected.  
We therefore join with them in saying ñNOò to the Tan Corridor.  We believe that the NCTA 
should return to the only workable option and that is the Green Corridor as their selection, 
so that as few lives, homes and churches would be disrupted as possible. 
 
We believe that our God is wise and loving enough to guide us in a way to preserve all of 
His creation (including the mussel) and most certainly man, and cause the least possible 
damage to all concerned.  We must keep praying and fasting and seeking Godôs 
direction in this matter until we get an answer from ñThe Authority,ò GOD .
